1. Charity nominations for JCR donation 
The following members of the JCR were present to discuss the charity which they had nominated:

The Committee voted in favour of the Global Poverty Project to receive the £300 donation.
2. CUSU meeting: report back
LC thanked JBa and RBa for attending the meeting on Tuesday 19th January.  
3. Ladder training: report back
 MG confirmed that those who had attended the ladder training earlier in the day would be able to train the rest of the Committee who had been unable to. MG will send out an email to inform the JCR that there is now a ladder available and that they should contact a member of the Committee if they require the use of it. 
4. Projects over the next term:

a. Green issues: Fair-trade formal, recycling
The possibility of a system where the JCR left their recycling bags on their doors to be collected by volunteers had been suggested. A number of the Committee confirmed that they would be happy to collect those in a particular corridor/hall. It was felt that there are likely to be other JCR members who feel strongly enough to also help out in this way. It would be most useful if the items collected were those where the recycling points were furthest away. The Committee acknowledged the fact that there may be a problem with people not fulfilling their responsibility. The alternative that had also been raised was putting recycling points in JCRs and similar areas. 
b. Clearing out the ‘shop’ and cupboards in Fawcett JCR
ES, RBu and MG volunteered to do this. It was suggested that an inventory may be useful.

5. Visit to Newnham: update
LC reported that the Malaysian students were keen to have a pancake event and to attend a JCR meeting, as suggested last week.
6. College cards in the Bar
The possibility of using University Cards as payment in the Bar had been raised. This arrangement is in place in some other Colleges and involves students ‘topping-up’ their cards in advance of buying drinks. However, it was felt that there are more pressing issues for the Bar at this time and that it would not be worth setting up this system without knowing that it would improve takings.

7. AOB
i. KB is unable to attend most meetings this term, due to commitments at the Union. However she would like to update the Committee on her activities as LGBT rep.  So far this includes: 2 swaps (with New Hall and Selwyn) organised, a NewBiLes Party planned for week 5 and preparation for LBGT Awareness week at the end of the month (week 3).

ii. After last week’s confusion regarding the budget, Xiao Chang confirmed that the figures given in the previous email were the amounts left until the end of July.
iii. JBr reported that her remaining budget would not be enough to cover all expenses for the rest of the year. The newly-installed condom machine had cost £230 instead of £180 and is being well used. This has meant that JBr has had to spend more than expected and will have to continue doing so if the machine is to be restocked regularly. Some of the Welfare budget could be used but this would mean that HF would have to cut back in other areas. It was suggested that the money for the condom machine could be reimbursed from the Equipment Fund.  

iv. RBu reported that the Bar would need to make a claim for a new ice machine and dishwasher from the Equipment Fund.
