Minutes:

1. Recycling
It has been suggested that there is a trial of the recycling system proposed recently involving volunteers collecting the recycling left hanging on doors. JBa will discuss this with the Domestic Bursar. If this is approved, JBa will inform the JCR of the new system and invite them to leave plastic bottles out for collection on a Monday from 5-6pm. 
2. Equipment Fund
The cost of the condom machine is to be reimbursed from the Equipment Fund. However, permission was not given for purchase of a new ice machine and dishwasher for the Bar from this Fund since the future of the Bar is uncertain. The Committee noted that the lack of these appliances serves as a further deterrent to those thinking of using the Bar. It was felt that a new dishwasher in particular is essential.

3. Security
It was brought to the attention of the Committee that some members of the JCR do not feel comfortable with the level of security in College at night. Specifically, they do not think that one Night Porter is sufficient. The Committee noted that there had been recent changes concerning the main door which is now left unlocked at night when the Night Porter leaves the Porters’ Lodge as people did not feel safe being left outside. The Committee decided that they did not want to pursue the matter any further as it would be difficult to find ways of making College any safer without also making it more awkward for anyone coming back during the night.

4. Rents meeting with the Senior Tutor and the Bursar
LC asked for any matters that should be brought up in this meeting. It was suggested that one issue to discuss is the cost of rent for MML students returning after their year abroad. Another concern that is not directly related but has been raised by a member of the JCR is the requirement for graduands to vacate their rooms in the short period between the end of the official licence period and their graduation.
5. Stash
The Committee decided that they would like stash but did not want to try to organise this for the rest of the JCR after the problems last time.
6. CUSU news
FJ reported back on three matters that were discussed in the Presidents’ and Externals’ meeting:

i. A system for collecting leftover food at the end of each term for donation to Jimmy’s Night Shelter. The Committee felt that this is a good idea and would be worth considering further.
ii. The creation of a dedicated Charities’ committee/representative. The Committee felt that this would not be necessary since there are already RAG representatives who run a number of events throughout the year.

iii. The door-to-door delivery of copies of St Mark’s gospel. The CUSU President is going to bring this up with the CICCU President and explain that many people have concerns about this. 
There are also two referenda that the JCR need to be made aware of. One concerns changes to the CUSU constitution that will replace the CUSU Welfare Officer with a CUSU/GU Student Support Officer. The second involves CUSU’s affiliation with NUS. The Committee felt that an Open Meeting would not be necessary but that the JCR should be given information about the latter in particular if they are interested in voting.    
7. Matters to report
RI has put together a poster of all the current JCR Committee members. This is now displayed on the JCR notice board outside the Bar.
