Minutes:

1. Recycling update
After a meeting with the Domestic Bursar it was decided to trial a scheme in Peile which involves paying one person to sort all the recycling once a week. The money will come from the green gift that was donated by Friends of the Earth. JBa is currently trying to organise bins and payment details.  
2. Rents update
The 8.5% increase in rent for the incoming year 2010, as agreed by the JCR with College last year, was confirmed.  The Bursar suggested the possibility of adding insurance to all student rooms so that individuals would no longer have the responsibility of organising this themselves. The Committee did not think that this idea would be welcomed since it was unlikely to be optional. 
3. Visit to Newnham
LC confirmed that eighteen students will be visiting on Tuesday 16th February. She suggested that we split into three groups for tours of College at 4.00pm, followed by the Committee meeting at 5.00pm and pancakes in the Bar at 6.00pm. It was suggested that the rest of the JCR could be invited to the Bar for pancakes at a small cost.  
4. Bar Committee
Members of the Bar Committee present requested greater support from the JCR Committee since they feel that it would be better if the two Committees worked together. It was suggested that members of the JCR Committee could each take responsibility for organising an event and collectively could help with a fundraising event such as a raffle. The Bar Committee emphasised that the Bar is being better used this term. They confirmed that they have a Bar Manger and Committee organised for next year.
