Minutes:

1. CUSU meeting
LC thanked HT and RI for attending the CUSU Council meeting on Monday 8th February.
2. Visit to Newnham
The times were confirmed as arrival and College tour at 4.00pm, Committee meeting at 5.00pm and pancakes in the Bar at 6.00pm. MG asked whether it would be possible for the football team to supply the pancakes in order to raise money towards the cost of Varsity in Oxford on 20th February. A number of pancakes have already been purchased but it was suggested that those could be used for the visitors and the football team could provide some for the JCR.
3. The Bar
LC reported that £1000 has been donated to the Bar, £800 of which is to go towards a new dishwasher and ice machine and the remainder to re-launch, re-decorate or similar.
RBu reported that the fire door in the Bar cannot currently be locked. However, the magnets are still working so it is not a security risk unless these are deactivated. Nor is it a safety issue as in the event of a fire the doors would still open.
