Minutes:

1. Graduation yearbook

ii. FJ reminded the Committee that CUSU elections are taking place from Monday 1st – Wednesday 3rd March.
iii. MG reported that, following her email regarding theft from student kitchens, she received a large number of responses about related problems. The Committee were very concerned about this but felt that there was not much that could be done since it was not restricted to one area. MG is to contact the Senior Tutor for advice.
iv. JBa notified the Committee about two important points that had been discussed at Safety Committee. Firstly, the gardeners had complained that people have been smoking out of their bedroom windows and dropping cigarette butts into the flowerbeds. Smoking should be restricted to designated areas. Secondly, there had been a lot of concern that some students had not evacuated the building when requested to during the fire in Fawcett on the evening of Tuesday 23rd February. It was noted that this may have been partly because the fire alarms did not go off in Sidgwick and due to unclear instructions from members of the fire service. However, the Committee understood that this is not satisfactory, although they did not feel that it would be fair to impose punishments on those who do not report to the assembly points since it would not be possible to distinguish between those who were not in College and those who were refusing to leave their rooms.
